Now has over 130 members.

Cochrane systematic reviews-
do the right reviews, do them well
and present the best possible way.
The Cochrane Collaboration needs the work of

the Qualitative Research Methods Group to
improve their reviews — to “do them well”

Healthcare researchers have been slow on the
uptake on the use of qualitative research to
assess health interventions.

As review authors we desperately need guidance
on how to include the findings from studies using
qualitative methods in our systematic reviews.
